1990s

Lend Lease expanded globally 

by acquiring Bovis in 1999. 

The UK’s biggest retail complex,

Bluewater, was delivered by Bovis

in 1999 heralding Lend Lease’s

commitment to workplace skilling

and training programs around the

world. The Bluewater employment

program has helped over 13,000

local people to find jobs since the

Centre’s opening.4

Actus Lend Lease was formed in

the US in 1999 to bring Lend Lease

community development to the US.

Bovis Lend Lease started work on

the Sydney Olympic Village and

delivered the world’s first solar

powered community of 665 

homes in 2000.3
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1950s/1960s

Lend Lease Corporation forms 

in 1958.

Lend Lease Founder Dick

Dusseldorp invented the publicly

traded real estate investment

trust (REIT), creating the world’s

first listed property trust in 1958.

Dusseldorp negotiated the first

Productivity Agreement with the

Building Trades’ Union in two

Australian states in 1958.

Dusseldorp created an R&D

department in 1959 which led to

the invention of a safer, more

efficient formwork hoist and new

formwork systems to improve

worker safety.

Dusseldorp established an

employee retreat in the late 50s,

commencing a tradition of annual

employee ‘get-togethers’

focused on personal and

professional development.2

An employee superannuation

scheme commenced, 20 years

before the rest of the industry, 

in 1963.

Sydney’s Australia Square, 

the world’s tallest lightweight

concrete tower at the time,

provided the first integrated plaza

development making the open

space a people place.1
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
